Using Signage to Improve Public Awareness of the State Revolving Fund (SRF)
Project Public Notification Requirements

The United States Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) is implementing a nationwide initiative focused on
enhancing public awareness of EPA financial assistance. Another goal of this initiative is to increase public
awareness regarding improvements that municipalities make as a result of the SRF loan programs. Beginning
October 1, 2015, all loan recipients in Illinois will be required to post a sign at the project site or make an
equivalent public notification.

In order to comply with the new requirements, IEPA recommends loan recipients use one of the options described
below. When selecting an option, please remember the goal is to communicate to the largest audience possible about
the positive role that SRF funding is having on the community. This may include communicating in multiple
languages. If a municipality has a significant number of non-English speaking citizens, notice should be made in the
appropriate language(s). Each project and community is unique so the choice of communication method, information
to include, graphics, and languages must be made locally.

Public notification should be issued after a construction contract is awarded for the project. The form located at the
end of this document will then be submitted to IEPA along with supporting documentation as confirmation that the
requirements have been met. No matter which method is chosen, costs related to the public notification are eligible
for loan funding. A cost estimate may be submitted prior to receiving a loan agreement or it may be paid from loan
contingency.

Option 1: Local Newspaper or Newsletter

Loan recipients may choose to publish in a local newspaper or newsletter as an effective way to reach the most area
residents. If this option is chosen, there are a set of guidelines that must be included in the public notice or article.

Name of the facility, project, and community served,
The loan program that is being used for the project;
¢ The project is being funded either wholly or partially by the Agency;

Brief description of project; and
Brief listing of benefits project will bring to the community.

Public Notice
New Main Street Elevated Storage Tank in Austen

The City of Austen, Illinois recently constructed a new 500,000-gallon elevated storage tank.
The new tank replaces an undersized, antiquated, 80-year old tank on Main Street. Funding for
this project was provided by a low interest loan from the lllinois Environmental Protection
Agency’s Public Water Supply Loan Program (PWSLP). The PWSLP is funded by both state and
federal sources. The $1,500,000 loan has an interest rate of 1.90% and will be repaid over 20
years. The new tank will meet the recommended water storage standards based on our water
usage. For more information contact the Austen Water Department.
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Option 2: Insert in Water and/or Sewer Bill

Any utility or municipality that sends a water or sewer bill has the option to include a single page insert attached to
the bill that describes the project that is being constructed. This approach would effectively publicize the project to
those individuals directly benefiting from it. Communities choosing this option will need to have the following
included in their insert:

* Name of facility, project, and community served;

* The loan program that is being used for the project;

* The project is being funded either wholly or partially by the Agency;
* Brief description of project; and

Brief listing of benefits project will bring to the community.

Attention Customers

You may have noticed some construction activity around our City! We are currently making improvements to the Austenburg
Wastewater Treatment Plant located at 100 Perry Drive. Improvements include the installation of several new pumps and
clarifiers. These improvements are being made so that we can continue to treat Austenburg’s wastewater and maintain the
quality of the water that is discharged into the lllinois River. Funding for this project was provided by a low interest loan from the
lllinois Environmental Protection Agency’s Water Pollution Control Loan Program (WPCLP). The WPCLP is funded by both state
and federal sources. The $10,500,000 loan has an interest rate of 1.85% and will be repaid over 20 years. For more information,
contact Mr. Waterman at the Austenburg Water & Sewer Department.

Option 3: Online

Option 4 Standard Signage

The Apprenticeship Initiative is a new, state-wide requirement administered by the IL Department of
Commerce and Economic Opportunity (DCEO). Forms for this program were created by DCEO and
refer to payment of IL Prevailing Wages. Be advised that the loan rules require contractors pay
wages in accordance with the Davis-Bacon Act (40 USC 3141 through 3148) as defined by the U.S.
Department of Labor. All IEPA loan projects are subject to the federal Davis-Bacon Wage Rates.

Information for Loan Applicants

Summary: The Illinois Works Jobs Program Act, 30 ILCS 559/Art. 20, is a statewide initiative to ensure that all
lllinois residents have access to State capital projects, careers in the construction industry, and to provide
contracting and employment opportunities to historically underrepresented populations in the construction
industry. This will be accomplished through three programs created by the Illinois Works Jobs Program Act:
the lllinois Works Apprenticeship Initiative, the Illinois Works Pre-Apprenticeship Program, and the lllinois
Works Bid Credit Program. Additional information is available at the following website:
dceo.illinois.gov/illinoisworks.html

The goal of the lllinois Works Apprenticeship Initiative ("10% apprenticeship goal”) is that for projects
estimated to cost $500,000 or more, apprentices will perform either 10% of the total labor hours actually
worked in each prevailing wage classification or 10% of the estimated labor hours in each prevailing wage
classification, whichever is less. The 10% apprenticeship goal applies to projects being paid for in whole or in
part by appropriated capital funds to construct a public work either through a contract or grant issued by a
State agency. A determination was made that this requirement also applies to IEPA loans.

Certification of Apprentices: Apprentices are required to be U.S. Dept. of Labor certified (not limited to pre-
apprentice program graduates).

Applicability
If a project is estimated to received $500,000 or more of State Capital Funding:

If the state's contribution to the project amount equals 50% or more of the cost for the project, the 10%
apprenticeship requirement applies to all prevailing wage eligible work performed by contractors on the public
works project.

If the state's contribution to the project is less than 50% of the cost for the project, the 10% apprenticeship
requirement applies only to prevailing wage eligible work being funded from state funds.

The project has less than $500,000 of State Capital Funding, but the total estimated cost is $500,000 or
more:

If the state's contribution to the project amount equals 50% or more of the estimated cost for the project, the
10% apprenticeship requirement applies to all prevailing wage eligible work performed by contractors on the
public works project.

If the state's contribution to the project is less than 50% of the estimated cost for the project, the 10%
apprenticeship requirement does not apply.

Total Estimated Project Cost is less than $500,000: The 10% apprenticeship requirement does not apply.

Waivers from the Requirements: If goals cannot be met, the state has discretion to grant waivers,
reductions. The basis for waiver/reduction includes insufficient apprentices available (contractor
documentation required), reasonable requirements of a contract do not allow the goal to be met,
disproportionately high ratio of material costs to labor hours makes meeting the goal infeasible, or goal
conflicts with existing federal or local requirements. Requests for waivers can be made at any time but should
be made as soon as the loan applicant/loan recipient knows a waiver/reduction is needed.

Project's cost estimates
should be backed with the individual's credentials, or proof of due diligence,

iii. identifies if the total funding reaches the $500,000 threshold,

iv. identifies if the 10% apprenticeship goal applies to all prevailing wage work performed on the
project, or just the prevailing wage work funded by State funds,

v. provides estimate of hours by prevailing wage class,

vi. loan applicant submits the completed form to Bill Jankousky, IEPA within 90 days of loan
agreement execution. May be submitted any time after bids are opened.

c. IEPA reviews and certifies IL Works Budget Supplement. If IL Works applies, IEPA sends form to DCEO,
the lllinois Works Office: CEO.ILWorks@illinois.gov.
d. Loan applicant may complete a waiver/reduction request at any time. IEPA will not delay agreements
while waivers/reductions are being negotiated.
i. Loan applicant submits waiver request to Bill Jankousky, IEPA. Agency reviews request and
makes a recommendation to DCEO.

ii. Loan applicant may negotiate directly with DCEO on a waiver/reduction.

iii. If the loan applicant determines during the loan construction term that it cannot meet the
applicable apprenticeship goal, the loan applicant must request a waiver or reduction as soon as
the applicant knows the apprenticeship goal will not be met.

1. To maintain records for changes to an approved waiver/reduction, a new waiver/
reduction must be filed to adjust an agreed-upon goal.

3. The apprenticeship initiative & the loan agreement:
a. Loan agreement is established with IL Works reporting and compliance requirements.

i. IEPA must include a provision in the loan agreement that reporting on the apprenticeship goal
will continue until the project is complete (if the threshold in the rules is met) even if that goes
beyond the loan construction term.

ii. Delinquency in reporting may result in the IEPA initiating compliance enforcement per the State's
GATA policy.

b. Loan recipient provides quarterly labor hour reporting to the IEPA using the Reporting Template.

i. Agency monitors compliance with the apprenticeship goal - per the default 10% or the reduction
amount granted by DCEO.

c. Certification to be completed by the loan applicant and sent to DCEO and the IEPA at the end of the
construction period.
d. If the project for which the loan applicant received funding lasts beyond the term of the loan agreement:

i. Reporting of apprenticeship hours must continue until the project is complete (if the threshold in
the rules is met).

ii. Additional certification to be completed by the loan applicant sent to DCEO and IEPA at the end
of the project itself.

Very Important: Projects funded by SRF loans require the utilization of federal Davis Bacon Wage Rates. DCEO
documents refer to IL Prevailing Wages. Davis Bacon wages must be paid on all SRF loan funded projects.
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
