Summary of Discussion

Jeff Guy reminded Board members that the Board shall meet no less than once every sixth months and asked for a motion to approve the draft meeting minutes from the previous meeting on April 9, 2025. Brad Cole made a motion to approve the draft minutes, which was seconded by Paul Hinterlong. This motion was approved, and the April 9, 2025 meeting minutes were adopted by a unanimous vote. 

Illinois EPA staff introduced themselves and Adam Nutt presented lead and copper compliance updates for the January 2025 – June 2025 monitoring period including action level exceedances, trigger level exceedances, and monitoring violations. Additionally, Adam discussed inventory totals of 2024 and 2025 (including total inventories received and violations), service line totals, and total replacements completed in 2024. Adam then provided updates on the Lead and Copper Rule Improvement (LCRI): the estimated date of publication of the LCRI into the Illinois Register is October 24, 2025, and the compliance date is November 27, 2027. Adam provided information on mandatory full-line replacement, replacement plans, and inventory. Additionally, Adam discussed tap sampling, sample site tiers, sample site selection, standard monitoring, action level, sample invalidation, and corrosion control treatment. 

Todd LaFountain asked about delays in adopting the LCRI regulations due to regulations being challenged in court. Tatum DeMay stated that there is a state requirement that the Illinois Pollution Control Board adopts federal rules within a certain amount of time pursuant to state law; they're intending on adopting by the end of January. Todd asked if another proposal would be made if the federal law changed. Tatum stated that it would depend on the changes to the federal law. 

Justin Williams asked about Lead and Copper Rule Revisions (LCRR) inventories and the discrepancies regarding the state reported numbers. Adam Nutt provided clarification regarding the service line totals (from slide presentation). A short discussion followed. Subsequently, Nidhan Singh presented a funding overview and discussed grant amounts, funding issued, and a grant summary. 

Paul Hinterlong discussed licensing issues and potential problems for lead service line work. A discussion followed between Jones Richmond, Brian Cox, and Paul Hinterlong regarding work contracts, licensing, inspections, training, plumbing installation, and permitting processes.  Brian Cox stated that complaints can be sent to the Illinois Department of Public Health.  

Cherly Watson (public attendee) discussed a lead service line project at her residential home and associated problems. Brian Cox stated that plumbing contractors are required to be bonded and insured and provided information about filing a claim against contractors. A brief discussion followed. 

Jeff Guy mentioned the required training for 2025. Jeff Guy asked if there were any additional public comments and there were none. The meeting was adjourned at 2:50 p.m. by a unanimous vote.
